Becky’s Place Review

Becky’s Place provides shelter services for women and children in Bedford and the 
surrounding communities. The shelter averages 28 residents each night. Becky’s Place 
also serves as an unofficial call center for our community, answering 2-3 calls every day 
from women - and men - seeking resources for a myriad of challenges.

The majority of women at the shelter are dealing with one or more physical or mental 
health conditions and have no income. Around 50% have experienced some sort of 
domestic violence. The staff works with them to complete the shelter program, move 
into permanent housing and participate in an aftercare program. Residents who do not 
complete the program are connected with options for temporary housing.

Becky’s Place is grateful to receive support from Bedford and surrounding communities. 
Various organizations donated materials, time and resources to support Becky’s 
Place and granted over $98,000 in funds. Becky’s Place would not be able to provide 
compassionate care and vital resources to homeless women and children without the 
continued generous support of the community.



Becky’s Place Success Story

Julie* had found herself in some legal trouble and was placed at Becky’s Place to 
complete 40 hours of community service. During her time completing community 
service, Julie confided in staff that she really needed a place like Becky’s Place to stay. 
She and her teenage daughter were living in a home with drugs and abuse and had 
been kicked out previously. Julie shared that she had been in recovery for a few months, 
and this was quite a challenging situation for her.

Julie and her daughter, Christina*, were accepted into Becky’s Place with open arms. 
Julie was working as a waitress at a local restaurant but found it hard to move to a more 
rewarding position due to her past. She eventually saved enough money to purchase 
a car, and this broadened her options for employment. She was hired as a Behavioral 
Health Technician which doubled her pay and allowed her to start saving for housing. 
She felt confident that she could provide safe and stable housing for her and her 
daughter.

Julie’s past again provided some barriers to work through. Julie applied for housing 
assistance and for several rentals through private property owners but was always 
denied. She started to feel hopeless. She eventually found a property owner willing to 
give her a chance and was able to rent a two-bedroom apartment for her and Christina. 
Christina had also found employment and was learning some independence. Staff 
noted that Julie’s positive progress towards independence served as a great model and 
motivation for her daughter to develop a strong work-ethic like her mother. 

During their time at Becky’s Place Julie and Christina were able to overcome obstacles 
that had burdened them for years and start a new life they could be proud of together.
