WASHINGTON — Maybe it's
true that charily begins at home,
but for Dr. Lena Edwards it
surely hasn't ended there,

For the pasl three years Dr.
Edwards has operated her own
25-bed malernily hospilal and
clinic for the wives of migrant
workers and other poor in the
Texas Panhandle town of Here-
ford.

Sometimes called “the Tom
Dooley of Deal Smith County,"
the 62-year-old Negro doctor has
given of her lime, encrgy, money
and devotion to susiain her
project almost single-handed,

Fresh from the White House,
where she and 29 other distin-
guished Americans — including
Father Theodore M. Hesburgh,
CS.C., president of the Univer-
sity of Nolre Dame—had received
Presidential Medals of Freedom
from President Johnson (Sept,
14), Dr. Edwards was anything
but sentimental in discussing her

year as a lone worker," she said
in an interview, “But if the com-

DR. EDWARDS had a coronary
attack Tast year and “another
little flutter” a month or so ago.
That's why, these days, she is
thinking a lot about the future
of her hospital.

The years ahead

History marches 1o Its own drum-beat. It gives no ear
{o politicians who lay claim o leadership of grand move-
ments they and the rest of mankind are caught up in.

But politicians of all persuasions, in America and
other lands as well, fecl compelled to lay down hard-and-
fast rules for survival and viclory. In this exercise they
draw heavily upon the past while affecling fo see the future
in their tea cups, crysial balls, and powdered dragons’ tails.

The fact is, they—like the rest of us—are largely blind
o the workings of history, until time's passage blesses
them with a 20-20 hindsight.

Twenly-five years ago this September even so percep-
five a stalesman as Winston Churchill could not foresee
viclory over a seemingly indomilable Axis; his only plea
was that there was no choice but to fight with honor.

And 50 years ago this September all but a handful of
werld politicians were confident that the war in Europe
soon would end with generous accommodations.

Despile all the copy-boock maxims, history is an ever-
chanFing engagement with subtle sets of conditions defy-
ing those who noisily preach that the past offers infallible

guidelines.

We do not supgest it has no lessons fo leach, for it
obviously does have. But horse-racing, another popular
guessing game, also has Jessons to teach,

Hislory's greafest lesson, allesled lo by the lifeless
eyes of countless millions, is perhaps that war holds no
real victories.

Was this not what Pope Paul VI was saying in his
recenl emotional appeal that all men behave as brothers
in building a \\'orhro( mutual respect and common well-
being?

“Nothing,” the Pope said in his unusual and strnngdf/
evoc‘a‘ll\-e message, "is lost by peace. All can be lost with
war.

The Ponliff spoke as one who had lived fhrough the
horrors of two world wars and several lesser conflicts, and
he spoke to all men of all nations in warning against threats
to peace, which he called a “fragile good, arising from
maobile and complex faclors, in which man's free and re-
sponsible will is in conlinual play."”

He made mention of none of the anlagonisms currently
opularized by politicians who look toward national elec-
ions in the United Stales, Brifain, and other nations.

Instead, he spoke most humbly in terms of keeping a
langle of chaos al bay, in terms of preventing conflicting
elements and ideas from gelting out of hand. %ie spoke as
one ready fo lend a spiritual and practical hand in pre-
venting the dim drum-beats of historical forces nobody can
precisely interpret from becoming the throbbing™ war
marches of a world gone mad—this year, next year, or a
decade hence,

attilude is influenced by the fact

These cases interest me far more than that of
Poggy's husband, and may be more difficult.

Careful studies must be made of each case, docus
ments must be assembled and testimony obtained.
Decision must be made on hasis of the evidence, and
you can hardly find two cases the same, Some of
my cases are quite simple and 1 can handle them
myself. Other require a long, formal, strictly regu-
lated judicial procedure hefore three judges, with
necessity of appeal in case of a favorable decision,
On sppeal such eases will sgain be tried by a court
of three judges, If the two courts disagree, appeal
is made to the Roman Iiota,

Many of our cases are sent lo Rome for judg-
ment and action; we simply collect and assemble the
evidence and have the hishop make his recom-
mendations on the basis of his knowledge of the case.

1 can assure you that in all my years in this
work 1 have never collected a cent from anyone to
whom 1 gave a decision, favorable or otherwise,
and neither has our hishop, ¢ is a very strict
law against it. Through the years 1 have had the
pleasure of knowing personaily many of the men
who do similar work in other dioceses, They are all
hard working and thoroughly konest. If you wish to
have a marriage case handled, your poorest possible
start would be to offer one of us money for ity you
would render yoursell suspeet right from the start,

Our Chancery Office try to collect small fees
I take care of immediate expenses involved in
handling cases in which people are able ta pay,

This may re-
quire two or three years, depending on the docket
situalion, If the decisions are not concordant, and
an appeal lo the Rota is required, you may expect
to wait another couple of yeais,

(2) Possibly his marriage was valid, but neither
he nor his wife was baplized. Then if he hecame a
convert he might marry a Catholic by the Pauline
Privilege, which dissolves the bond of his first mar-
riage, in the manner outlined by St. Paul in I Cor-
inthians 7, 1216, (Of course this procedure pre-
sumes that be is already divorced, and that his wife
refuses to return and live with him.)

(8) Possibly his marrlage was valid, but either
he or his wife was a nonbaplized person. In such
case, il he became a Catholic he could ask Pope
Paul VI to dissalve the bond of his first marrisge
in favor of the Faith (again presuming (hat he is
divorced and that there is no hope of recanciliation),
In such cases the local bishop establishes a tribunal

Doctor raps editorial on Medicare

To the Editar:

‘What are the benefits of Medi-
care? Three hospitalization plans
have heen proposed regulating
the length of siay in a hospital
from 45 to 160 days. In the 80
and 180 day plans, the poor must
have $80 of their own lo cover
ly the first few days of
hospitalization. The plan does
not cover drugs needed by the
poor who are not hospitalized
nor does it cover the cost of
diagnostic procedures in a doc-
tar's office. Many of the elderly
do not need hospitalization for
every illness, The plan does not
cover hospilalization for (uber-
culosis or mental illness. There
is a chaice of hospitals only if
oll the hospitals join the plan
and a choice of mursing homes
which are affiliated with hospi-
tals of which there are very few.

Is there a need fo pay for
everyone's health care when they
reach age 657 There are statistics
which show that at least one-half
of citizens over 65 can either af-
ford to pay medical expenses
from savings or have attempted
to provide for these health needs
through private insurance,

What is the eventual cost of
this legislation to the workers
of today? The bill in its first
year was estimated fo cost 1.4
billion dallars and by 1983 it
would cost 54 billion dollars
giving only the same proposed
benelits but lo many more peo-
ple. To support this cost, the in-
dividuals' payment to Social Se-

curity by 1083 would be 205 of
his salary according to a high
government official credited with
writing the Medicare Bill

The alternative is the Kerr-
Mills Bill. The bill 15 designed
1o benefit all older persons who
are sell supporting but unable
to meet the needs of serious or
prolonged illness. Each state can
pattern the program to meet its
own needs. It s administered
locally  where the individual
needs of the aged are known, By
helping only (hose who need
help, il avoids waste of tax dal-
lars. It is financed by Federal-
State matching funds and s
being implemented as rapidly as
has any Federal-State program.
Over 3/4 of the 175 million peo-
ple over 63 live in states which
have enacted programs similar
to the Kerr-Mills Bill.

What's ahead for
South Vietnam?

As I reporled last week from Vietnam, the mil-
lion refugees from the Communist north are pessi-
mistic about their future in their new homes in the
south. If (as they fear) the Ho Chi Minh regime
swallows up the enlire counlry, they will be the
principal losers, Communist ven-
is proverbial, especially
s here—the punishment of i

body in Vietnam prepared lo deny

that it is real, This does nol, of
course, mean that we are on Lhe "~
verge of another Dien Bien Phu, Unlike the French
ln‘ }ha post-war period, the United Stales Is not
militarily over-extended in Vietnam. As our air-sea
forces have demonstrated in the Gulf of Tonkin, we
can almost without effort match force with force,

It is even canceivable that we could inerease the
pressure until the war became so expensive for the
Communisls that they would hall their infilifation
tactics, This, however, is unlikely while the battle-
field is confined to South Vietnam. And to escalate
the war by extending it to the supply Jines in Laos
and Cambaodia and to the staging areas within Norih
Vietnam, quite apart from the risk of global nuclear
confrontation entailed, would commit the United
States to a major conflict In an area that military
prudence would hardly select.

Let us, however, lake the most optimistic passi-
bility and assume that our present policies will
achieve a military success. What then? Then it
becomes even more obvious than at present that a
military solution is meaningless except as a prelude
to a political solution. In this sense, President de
Gaulle is as frustratingly right as usual. We have
provided another breathing space, but we have not
solved the problem of Vietnam.

What are the palitical facls that would survive
a military victory? Perhaps the most hasic is that
the Communisls in the north have succeeded in
creating, but a combination of lerror, brainwashing
and Imaginative enthusiasm, a dynamic supporl for
their system, especially among the young. The “val-
unteers” they send south do not desert, They can
command the same support from the country people
as did the patriots fighling the French after World
War 1. The south has for three years been trying
to apply the same process in reverse. All the indi-
cations are that it has failed to achieve any worth-
while success,

Why is the governmenl of South Vietnam unable
to evoke the enthusiasm of the masses? 1 think the
answer can only be that it Is not a government of
the people, and—however obscurely—they know it,
Admittedly, this part of the world, where force was
ever the cement of public order, never in the past
knew a government of the people. Bul one may
legitimately wonder if {he Communists have not
ushered in a new era in which sellinterest must
combine with terror to achieve government stabilily,

Ngo Dinh Diem was the enly figure af nalional
proportions to emerge in South Vietnam since par-
tition. He understood the use of power within the
traditions of rule of his country, e had the per-
sonal integrity and the moral formation to make
those who knew him hope that he could govern in
the interest of all Vietnamese, Unfortunately, he
allowed family and class considerations to prevail
over his inlinets, Yet nothing has been gained by
his assassination. The current regime enfoys even
less popular backing than did his. It has grown
more corrupt by the mooth than the other by the
year.

In such circumstances, the time gained by a mili-
tary pause can only run in favoer of the Communists.
‘The peaple of the south have already largely lost
the will o fight, Defections from the army are i
creasing. 1f the soulh slagnates in corruption w
the north drives ahesd with the creation of a
stranger economy and a more equitable social s;
tem, the peopls will in due course make their
evitable cholce.

The dilemma is one which the United States faces
in many parts of the world. What we offer to un-
derdeveloped countries as the democratic way of life
proves neither meaningiul nor viable in the terms
in which we present it. But nowhere is the issue
more clearly defined than in South Vielnam today.
We need not only a grealer effort bul a very dil-
ferent evaluation, if we are lo make demoeracy a
goal for which Vielnamese will fight and work.

and theft of a relic of the saint,

It is suspeeted the vandals en-
tered the 1280-acre site, pur-
chaszed by Mother Cabrini for her
order in 1920, by walking from
US. 40, a mile away, through a
gully and up the steep hill where
stands the Sfatue of the Sacred
Heart towering 52 feel in the air,

The vandals were apparcntly
armed with a heavy sledge ham-
mer, chisels and a crowbar.
They smashed into contribution
pillars, knocked off knobs from
safe doors housing collection
boxes within the pillars, broke
and twisted doors and a grilled
gale.

Down the flight of 448 ileps to
the grotto, marble resting hench-
©s were shattered by heavy
Dblows. Mr. Morelli said the most
extensive damage was in the
grolto below the sancluary which
hauses the statue of Mother Ca-
brini.

THE LIFE-SIZED hollow stalue
of the sainl was taken from its
pedestal on the altar, carried
across the veranda and smashed
on the concrete sidewalk 10 feet
below. The statue was made in
Haly and installed in the grotto
when the shrine was built in 1945.

One of two stalues of adoring
angels flanking the altar was re-
moved and smashed on the floor.
Gold-plated chalices were laken
from the altar and thrown about
the sanctuary. Glass vigil lights
wera shaltered. A closet door
was lefl hanging on baltered
hinges.

Mr. Morelli said vandals in the
past had allemptad to break into
the donation boxes, but never had
the damage been so extensive.
The lasl major incident was in
August, 1961; at that time dam-
age of §1,000 was reported,

A life of fellowship with the Blessed Trinify

This life has been described by Saint John (1 Jokn, ). In its
origin, it is eternally in the bosom of the Father; in ils manifestation,
has been made known by the Incarnate Word, and the Apostles
have mel it in the Person of Christ. Saint John's words are very
: “That which was from the heginning . . . which we have
handled." He declares: “we have seen and do bear witness and
declare unto you the life eternal” And he goes on to underline
the purpose of this witness and declaration: “that you also may
have fellowship with us, and our fellowship may be with the Father
and with his Son Jesus Christ."

Such, then, is the Christian message: no less than a call to a
life in common with the Divine Persons of the Blessed Trinity!
According to the divine plan, this message should lead souls to the
exalted height of Him Whoem the Offertory of the Mass calls “the
living and true God" (Do vivo ef vero) If it is not presented in
this full plenitude, it Is a truncated message, and the result of this
will bo spiritual anemia amony souls. they will know nothing
of the enthusiastic eagerness of love, or of the splendors of their
religion.

But it must be carclully noted that the Apastle, befare revealing
this life in common with the Divine Persons, says first of all:
you also may have fellowship with

Considerable inlerest was
arovsed when Archbishop Josef
Gawlina, & Pole now in the
Roman curis, qualed Marlin
Luther in arguing that devetion
to Mary is not an obstacle fo
Christian unity, He cited a sen-
tence from the Reformer's ex-
position en 51, Luke’s Gospel In
which Luther said: “Mary does
not wish fo lead us to herself,
but through herself fo God."*

Bishop Sergio Mendez Asceo of
Cuernavaca, Mexico. commented
that if the Church is the mother
of men, then Mary as the mother
of the Church would be our
grandmother. The next day
Bishop Laureano Castan Lacoma
of Siguenza, Spain, speaking for
&0 other council Fathers, de-
plored this “levity."

As the first week's debate con-
cluded (Sept. 18), the council was
hearing  pro-and-con  arguments
and the exemption of certain reli-
gious communities from the full
authority of Jocal bishops.

It hecame clear from their re-
marks that the schema on the
pastoral duties of hishops would
reduce the area of these exemp-
tions, though it would leave the
communities full autoromy in
their internal life.

First defender of the interests

of he Religious was Cardinal
Michael Browne, O.P., of the
Homan curia. He is a member
of the Dominican order, histori-
cally the first active order to be
exempled from full authorily of
local bishaps. 1o was supported
in the debate by three Jesuit
bishops. His posifion was that the
international activity carried out
by members of religious com-
munities should not be conlined
by the authorily of bishops.
